The History Department of Government General Degree College, Tehatta, organized a vibrant seminar on 

'Bengal Renaissance-Nineteenth Century Bengal' on 8th September 2023. The seminar aimed to explore 

the Bengal Renaissance and its significance in Indian history, with a focus on the contributions of Indian 

thinkers and reformers within the framework of Indian Knowledge Systems, including Vedic and Puranic 

traditions, Dharmashastra, and Arthashastra. Eighty-two students participated in the seminar, including 

some enthusiastic alumni of the History Department. The seminar commenced with congratulations from 

the OIC of Government General Degree College, Tehatta, Dr. Sibsankar Pal, and two guest speakers, Dr.

Renaissance. Next, Dr. Saswata Kushari, Assistant Professor of English at Government General Degree 

College, Gourbathan, shared his insightful thoughts on the colonization of education in 19th-century 

Bengal. Dr. Kushari's presentation examined the far-reaching impact of colonization on Indian 

Knowledge Systems, highlighting the need for decolonization and the reclaiming of indigenous 

knowledge traditions.
